1 Title
This Act is the Medicines Amendment Act 2016.

2 Commencement
(1) This Act comes into force on a date appointed by the Governor-General by

Order in Council, and 1 or more Orders in Council may be made bringing dif-
ferent provisions into force on different dates.

3 Principal Act
This Act amends the Medicines Act 1981 (the principal Act).

5 Section 105B amended (Regulations relating to designated prescribers)

who prescribes prescription medicines of any specified class or descrip-
tion to undertake those duties under the supervision of—
(i) a practitioner, or any specified class of practitioner; or
(ii) a nurse practitioner:
