Appropriation (2015/16 Supplementary Estimates) Bill

Government Bill

Explanatory note

General policy statement

Appropriation is the statutory mechanism by which Parliament authorises the Govern-
ment to incur expenses and capital expenditure. Other than permanent appropriations
provided for in other legislation, appropriations are provided by Appropriation (Esti-
mates) and Appropriation (Supplementary Estimates) Bills.

This Bill seeks parliamentary authorisation of the individual appropriations and
changes contained in The Supplementary Estimates of Appropriations for the Govern-
ment of New Zealand for the year ending 30 June 2016 (B.7) (the Supplementary
Estimates) presented to the House of Representatives on 26 May 2016.

In this Bill, the individual appropriations and changes in summarised form are set out
in Schedules 1 and 2. The provisions of the Bill ensure that the scope of each appro-
priation as set out in the Supplementary Estimates forms part of the legal appropri-
ation. The Public Finance Act 1989 requires separate appropriations for—

. each category of output expenses; and

. each category of benefits or related expenses; and

. each category of borrowing expenses; and

. each category of other expenses; and

. each category of capital expenditure; and

. the expenses and capital expenditure to be incurred by each intelligence and se-

curity department; and
. each multi-category appropriation.

Section 6 of the Public Finance Act 1989 provides ongoing authority for public mon-
ey to be spent for the purpose of meeting expenses or capital expenditure incurred in
accordance with an appropriation, the payment of goods and services tax in relation to
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those expenses or that capital expenditure, the repayment of debt, and the settlement
of liabilities.

This Bill also seeks parliamentary authorisation for the capital injections, and changes
to capital injections, contained in the Supplementary Estimates. Section 12A of the
Public Finance Act 1989 provides that the Crown must not make a capital injection to
a department (other than an intelligence and security department) or an Office of Par-
liament unless the capital injection is authorised under an Appropriation Act. By re-
quiring capital injections to be authorised, Parliament retains control over the level of
net assets that departments and Offices of Parliament may hold.

A capital injection—

. is an injection, by the Crown, of additional cash or other assets into a depart-
ment (other than an intelligence and security department) or an Office of Par-
liament to increase the amount of net assets on its balance sheet; but

. does not form part of a Vote; and
. is not an appropriation.

In contrast, capital expenditure by a department or an Office of Parliament—

. does form part of a Vote; and

. for an intelligence and security department, requires an annual appropriation;
but

. for other departments and for Offices of Parliament, does not require an annual

appropriation because there is a permanent legislative authority for depart-
ments (other than intelligence and security departments) and Offices of Parlia-
ment to incur capital expenditure (see sections 24(1) and 26E of the Public Fi-
nance Act 1989); and

. does not increase the amount of net assets on the balance sheet of the depart-
ment or Office of Parliament.

Departmental disclosure statement

A departmental disclosure statement is not required for this Bill.

Clause by clause analysis
Clause 1 is the Title clause.

Clause 2 is the commencement clause. The Bill comes into force on the day after the
date on which it receives the Royal assent.

Clause 3 provides that the Bill (except clause 7 and Schedule 2) applies to the
2015/16 financial year.

Clause 4 is an overview clause.
Clause 5 is an interpretation provision.

Clauses 6 and 7 are the principal appropriation clauses of the Bill.
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Clause 6 authorises, for the 2015/16 financial year, the new appropriations and the
variations to appropriations set out in Schedule 1. The variations to appropriations in-
crease or decrease existing appropriations authorised by the Appropriation (2015/16
Estimates) Act 2015.

Clause 7 and Schedule 2 relate to multi-year appropriations. Section 10 of the Public
Finance Act 1989 provides that an Appropriation Act may authorise expenses or cap-
ital expenditure to be incurred for more than 1 financial year as long as the authority
(which lapses at the end of the period specified in the Appropriation Act) does not
apply for more than 5 financial years.

New multi-year appropriations, and variations to existing multi-year appropriations,
are authorised by clause 7(1) and (4) and set out in Schedule 2. The variations to mul-
ti-year appropriations increase or decrease existing multi-year appropriations author-
ised by any Appropriation Act passed in relation to a financial year to which the ap-
propriations apply.

Clause 7(2) and (3) extends the periods of 2 multi-year appropriations.
Clause 7(8) to (11) revokes the authority for 4 multi-year appropriations.

Section 9 of the Public Finance Act 1989 concerns the scope of appropriations.
Clauses 6 and 7, when read together with the definition of “scope shown in the Sup-
plementary Estimates” in clause 5(1), each describe where the scope of each appro-
priation authorised under those clauses is set out, making the scope of each appropri-
ation (as set out in the Supplementary Estimates) part of the legal appropriation.

Clause 8 and Schedule 3 specify the appropriations (in addition to the appropriations
listed in Schedule 3 of the Appropriation (2015/16 Estimates) Act 2015) to which
output expenses may be charged under section 21 of the Public Finance Act 1989.
This means that, provided the other requirements in section 21 of the Public Finance
Act 1989 are met, output expenses may be incurred up to the amount of third-party
revenue expected to be earned by the relevant class of outputs during the 2015/16 fi-
nancial year.

Clause 9 authorises, for the 2015/16 financial year, the new capital injections and
variations to capital injections set out in Schedule 4. The variations to capital injec-
tions increase or decrease existing capital injections authorised by the Appropriation
(2015/16 Estimates) Act 2015.
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The Parliament of New Zealand enacts as follows:

1 Title
This Act is the Appropriation (2015/16 Supplementary Estimates) Act 2016.
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Commencement

This Act comes into force on the day after the date on which it receives the
Royal assent.

Application
Section 7 and Schedule 2 apply to the periods set out in Schedule 2.
The rest of this Act applies to the 2015/16 financial year.

Overview

This Act meets the requirements of the Public Finance Act 1989 for parliamen-
tary control over expenditure by the Crown and Offices of Parliament as fol-
lows:

(a) section 6 and Schedule 1 make or vary appropriations that authorise
the Crown and Offices of Parliament to incur expenses and capital ex-
penditure during the 2015/16 financial year (see section 4(1) of the Pub-
lic Finance Act 1989); and

(b) section 7 and Schedule 2 make or vary appropriations that authorise
the Crown to incur expenses and capital expenditure during more than 1
financial year (see section 10 of the Public Finance Act 1989); and

(c) section 8 and Schedule 3 specify appropriations to which output ex-
penses may be charged against third-party revenue during the 2015/16
financial year (see section 21 of the Public Finance Act 1989); and

(d) section 9 and Schedule 4 authorise, or vary existing authorisations
for, the Crown to make capital injections to specified departments during
the 2015/16 financial year (see section 12A of the Public Finance Act
1989).

Interpretation
In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,—
2015/16 financial year means the financial year ending with 30 June 2016

scope shown in the Supplementary Estimates means the scope as set out in
the Details of Appropriations and Capital Injections for the relevant Vote in the
Supplementary Estimates,—

(a) in the case of an appropriation under section 6,—
(i)  in the table headed “Annual and Permanent Appropriations”; and

(i) in the column headed “Titles and Scopes of Appropriations by
Appropriation Type”; and

(iii))  in the statement directly under the title of the appropriation or, in
the case of a multi-category appropriation, under the name of each
of the individual categories that are included in the appropriation;
and

Terms or expressions used and not defined in this Act but defined in the Public

Finance Act 1989 have, in this Act, the same meanings as in the Public Finance
Act 1989.

Appropriations for 2015/16 financial year
Existing appropriations varied

If an appropriation specified in column 3 of Schedule 1 is authorised by the
Appropriation (2015/16 Estimates) Act 2015, the appropriation is varied by the
amount specified in column 4 of Schedule 1 alongside the appropriation as
follows:

(a) if the amount is in brackets, the appropriation is decreased by that
amount; and

(b) if the amount is not in brackets, the appropriation is increased by that
amount.

New appropriations authorised

Each amount specified in column 4 of Schedule 1 that does not vary an ap-
propriation to which subsection (1) applies is appropriated for the purpose of
authorising the Crown or an Office of Parliament to incur expenses, capital ex-
penditure, or expenses and capital expenditure (as applicable) against the ap-
propriation specified in column 3 of Schedule 1 alongside the amount.

Other matters concerning appropriations

Subsections (1) and (2) apply only to the extent that the appropriation
varied or authorised is of a type set out in section 7A(1) of the Public Finance
Act 1989.

The scope of each appropriation varied or authorised by this section is the
scope shown in the Supplementary Estimates for the appropriation.

Each appropriation varied or authorised by this section includes any expenses
and capital expenditure that have been incurred—

(a)  under any Imprest Supply Act relating to the 2015/16 financial year; and

(b) in advance, but within the scope, of the appropriation.
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Appropriations applying for more than 1 financial year
Existing multi-year appropriations varied

If an appropriation specified in column 3 of Schedule 2 is authorised by an
Appropriation Act (as specified in column 6 of Schedule 2), the appropri-
ation is varied by the amount specified in column 5 of Schedule 2 alongside
the appropriation as follows:

(a) if the amount is in brackets, the appropriation is decreased by that
amount; and

(b) if the amount is not in brackets, the appropriation is increased by that
amount.

The period of the appropriation authorised by section 7 of the Appropriation
(2015/16 Estimates) Act 2015 for Vote Education for the category of non-de-
partmental output expenses “Teacher-Led Innovation Fund” is varied so that
the period ends at the close of 30 June 2020 (as specified in column 4 of
Schedule 2 alongside the appropriation in column 3).

The period of the appropriation authorised by section 8 of the Appropriation
(2011/12 Estimates) Act 2011 for Vote Transport for the category of non-de-
partmental capital expenditure “Joint Venture Airports - Crown Contribution”
is varied so that the period ends at the close of 30 June 2016 (as specified in
column 4 of Schedule 2 alongside the appropriation in column 3).

New multi-year appropriations authorised

Each amount specified in column 5 of Schedule 2 that does not vary an ap-
propriation to which subsection (1) applies is appropriated for the purpose of
authorising the Crown to incur expenses or capital expenditure (as applicable)
against the appropriation specified in column 3 of Schedule 2 alongside the
amount.

Other matters concerning multi-year appropriations

Subsections (1) and (4) apply only to the extent that the appropriation
varied or authorised is of a type set out in section 7A(1) of the Public Finance
Act 1989.

The scope of each appropriation varied or authorised by this section is the
scope shown in the Supplementary Estimates for the appropriation.

Each appropriation varied or authorised by this section—

(a)  is limited to the period specified in column 4 of Schedule 2 alongside
the appropriation; and

(b) includes any expenses and capital expenditure that have been incurred—

(i)  under any Imprest Supply Act relating to the 2015/16 financial
year; and

(i1))  in advance, but within the scope, of the appropriation.
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Existing multi-year appropriations revoked

The appropriation authorised by section 7 of the Appropriation (2015/16 Esti-
mates) Act 2015 for Vote Arts, Culture and Heritage for the category of non-
departmental other expenses “Regional Museums”, as varied by subsection
(1), is revoked with effect from the close of 30 June 2016.

The appropriation authorised by section 7 of the Appropriation (2014/15 Esti-
mates) Act 2014 for Vote Energy for the category of non-departmental output
expenses “Resource Data Acquisition and Management” (now in Vote Busi-
ness, Science and Innovation), as varied by subsection (1), is revoked with
effect from the close of 30 June 2016.

The appropriation authorised by section 7 of the Appropriation (2014/15 Sup-
plementary Estimates) Act 2015 for Vote Canterbury Earthquake Recovery for
the category of non-departmental other expenses “Bad and Doubtful Debts”, as
varied by subsection (1), is revoked with effect from the close of 30 June
2016.

The appropriation authorised by section 7 of the Appropriation (2014/15 Sup-
plementary Estimates) Act 2015 for Vote Treaty Negotiations for the category
of non-departmental other expenses “Historical Treaty of Waitangi Settlements
2015 - 2019 is revoked with effect from the close of 30 June 2016.

Expenses under section 21 of Public Finance Act 1989

The appropriations to which output expenses may be charged under section 21
of the Public Finance Act 1989 are specified in Schedule 3.

These appropriations are in addition to the appropriations specified in Schedule
3 of the Appropriation (2015/16 Estimates) Act 2015.

Capital injections authorised for 2015/16 financial year
Limits of existing authorisations varied

If the Appropriation (2015/16 Estimates) Act 2015 authorises capital injections
to a department specified in column 1 of Schedule 4, the limit of those cap-
ital injections is varied by the amount specified in column 3 of Schedule 4
alongside the department as follows:

(a)  if the amount is in brackets, the limit is decreased by that amount; and
(b) if the amount is not in brackets, the limit is increased by that amount.
New capital injections authorised

For each department specified in column 1 of Schedule 4 to which subsec-
tion (1) does not apply, the Crown is authorised to make capital injections dur-
ing the 2015/16 financial year to the department.

The capital injections authorised by subsection (2) to a department are limit-
ed to the amount specified in column 3 of Schedule 4 alongside the depart-
ment.
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Capital injections made in advance under Imprest Supply Act included in
authorisation

(4)  An authorisation made or varied by this section includes any capital injection
that has been made—

(a)  under any Imprest Supply Act relating to the 2015/16 financial year; and

(b)  in advance of the authorisation.
