Description of Auckland District Health
Board Quality Assurance Activity

Objective

The objective of the activity is to improve the practices and
competence of health practitioners engaged in the activity by
assessing the health services performed by those health prac-
titioners.

Method

The activity is based on information derived from health prac-

titioners who provide health services on behalf of the Auck-

land District Health Board.

The activity involves—

(a)  the examination of patients’ records; and

(b)  the analysis of the following data on patients:
(i)  admission and discharge; and
(i1))  morbidity and mortality; and
(ii1)) outcomes of treatment; and

(c) theidentification and analysis of any process or practice
that results in an outcome for patients which may, but
need not, be an adverse outcome; and

(d) the development of strategies to reduce the incidence of
adverse outcomes in the provision of health services by
the health practitioners who are engaging in the activity;
and

(e) the review and analysis, and monitoring, through peer
review, of practitioners’—
(i)  medical knowledge and management; and
(i)  patient management; and
(i)  interpersonal relationships; and

(f)  the making of recommendations on how health practi-
tioners who are engaging in the activity can improve
their performance so as to—
(i)  improve the quality of care they provide; and
(i)  reduce the incidence of adverse outcomes; and

(g) the facilitation and monitoring of the implementation of
any such recommendations.

Changes made under section 17C of the Acts and
Regulations Publication Act 1989

Section 17C of the Acts and Regulations Publication Act 1989
authorises the making of editorial changes in a reprint as set
out in sections 17D and 17E of that Act so that, to the extent
permitted, the format and style of the reprinted enactment is
consistent with current legislative drafting practice. Changes
that would alter the effect of the legislation are not permitted.

A new format of legislation was introduced on 1 January 2000.
Changes to legislative drafting style have also been made since
1997, and are ongoing. To the extent permitted by section 17C
of the Acts and Regulations Publication Act 1989, all legisla-
tion reprinted after 1 January 2000 is in the new format for
legislation and reflects current drafting practice at the time of
the reprint.

Parts numbered with roman numerals are replaced with
arabic numerals, and all cross-references are changed
accordingly

case and appearance of letters and words, including:

. format of headings (eg, headings where each
word formerly appeared with an initial cap-
ital letter followed by small capital letters are
amended so that the heading appears in bold,
with only the first word (and any proper nouns)
appearing with an initial capital letter)

. small capital letters in section and subsection ref-
erences are now capital letters

schedules are renumbered (eg, Schedule 1 replaces First
Schedule), and all cross-references are changed accord-
ingly

running heads (the information that appears at the top
of each page)

format of two-column schedules of consequential
amendments, and schedules of repeals (eg, they are
rearranged into alphabetical order, rather than chrono-
logical).
