Part 1
Exemptions for financial institutions

Application of this Part

This Part applies to a financial institution if—

sidiaries; and

(b) the aggregate profit or loss after taxation of the non-
guaranteeing subsidiaries for the most recently com-
pleted accounting period (as incorporated in the con-
solidated financial statements of the financial institu-
tion group), and since, does not exceed 5% of the con-
solidated profit or loss after taxation, before the deduc-
tion of all minority interests, of the financial institution
group; and

(c) the aggregate carrying value of the assets of the non-
guaranteeing subsidiaries on the last day of the most

recently completed accounting period (as incorporated
in the consolidated financial statements of the financial
institution group), and since, does not exceed 5% of
the consolidated amount of the assets of the financial
institution group; and

(d) the aggregate amount of investment by members of the
financial institution group in the non-guaranteeing sub-
sidiaries on the last day of the most recently completed
accounting period, and since, does not exceed 5% of the
consolidated equity of the financial institution group.

In subclause (1)(d), the amount of investment includes the
carrying value of equity held in the non-guaranteeing sub-
sidiaries and the amount of all loans and advances made to
the non-guaranteeing subsidiaries.

Exemption from section 37A(1)(c) of Act

Every financial institution to which this Part applies and
every person acting on its behalf are exempted from sec-
tion 37A(1)(c) of the Act in respect of debt securities of that
financial institution.

The exemption is subject to the condition that no allotment of
a debt security offered to the public by the financial institution
is made if the date of allotment would be more than,—

(a)  in the case of a registered prospectus relating to the se-
curity that contains or refers to financial statements or
interim financial statements because of clause 9 and for
which no certificate has been registered under section
37A(1A) of the Act, 9 months after the later of—

(i)  the date of the statement of financial position
contained or referred to in the registered prospec-
tus; or

(i)  the last day of the interim accounting period to
which the interim financial statements relate; or

(b) in the case of a registered prospectus relating to the se-
curity that contains or refers to financial statements (but
not interim financial statements) because of clause 9 and
for which a certificate has been registered under sec-
tion 37A(1A) of the Act, 9 months after the date of that
certificate; or

Exemption from section 37A(1A)(d) of Act

Every financial institution to which this Part applies and
every person acting on its behalf are exempted from section

The exemption is subject to the conditions that—

(a) a certificate delivered to the Registrar for registration
under section 37A(1A) of the Act is accompanied by
financial statements of the financial institution group for
the 6-month period from the date of the statement of
financial position referred to in section 37A(1A)(b) of
the Act; and

(b)  the financial statements referred to in paragraph (a) sat-
isfy subclause (3).

The financial statements referred to in subclause (2)(a)—

(a) must comply with NZ IFRS 7 (including Appendix E of
that standard); and

(b)  must comply with the Financial Reporting Act 1993 as
if—

(1)  they were financial statements to which the
Financial Reporting Act 1993 applies; and

(i)  the financial institution in a financial institution

This notice, which comes into force on the day after the date of its

notification in the Gazette and expires on 30 April 2012, is virtu-

ally identical to the Securities Act (Financial Institutions) Exemption

Notice 2006, which will expire on 30 November 2008. The changes

from that notice are:

2 Status of reprints

Changes made under section 17C of the Acts and
Regulations Publication Act 1989

Section 17C of the Acts and Regulations Publication Act 1989
authorises the making of editorial changes in a reprint as set
out in sections 17D and 17E of that Act so that, to the extent
permitted, the format and style of the reprinted enactment is
consistent with current legislative drafting practice. Changes
that would alter the effect of the legislation are not permitted.

A new format of legislation was introduced on 1 January 2000.
Changes to legislative drafting style have also been made since
1997, and are ongoing. To the extent permitted by section 17C
of the Acts and Regulations Publication Act 1989, all legisla-
tion reprinted after 1 January 2000 is in the new format for
legislation and reflects current drafting practice at the time of
the reprint.

In outline, the editorial changes made in reprints under the au-
thority of section 17C of the Acts and Regulations Publication
Act 1989 are set out below, and they have been applied, where
relevant, in the preparation of this reprint:

. omission of unnecessary referential words (such as “of
this section” and “of this Act”)

. typeface and type size (Times Roman, generally in 11.5
point)

. layout of provisions, including:
. indentation
. position of section headings (eg, the number and

heading now appear above the section)

. format of definitions (eg, the defined term now appears
in bold type, without quotation marks)

. format of dates (eg, a date formerly expressed as “the
Ist day of January 1999 is now expressed as “1 January
1999”)
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position of the date of assent (it now appears on the front
page of each Act)

punctuation (eg, colons are not used after definitions)

Parts numbered with roman numerals are replaced with
arabic numerals, and all cross-references are changed
accordingly

case and appearance of letters and words, including:

. format of headings (eg, headings where each
word formerly appeared with an initial cap-
ital letter followed by small capital letters are
amended so that the heading appears in bold,
with only the first word (and any proper nouns)
appearing with an initial capital letter)

. small capital letters in section and subsection ref-
erences are now capital letters

schedules are renumbered (eg, Schedule 1 replaces First
Schedule), and all cross-references are changed accord-
ingly

running heads (the information that appears at the top
of each page)

format of two-column schedules of consequential
amendments, and schedules of repeals (eg, they are
rearranged into alphabetical order, rather than chrono-
logical).
