Pursuant to section 4(1) of the Marine Reserves Act 1971, His Ex-
cellency the Governor-General makes the following order, acting—
(a) on the advice and with the consent of the Executive Council;
and
(b) on the recommendation of the Minister of Conservation
given—
(i)  with the concurrence of the Minister of Transport and
the Minister for Primary Industries; and
(i)  after meeting the requirements of section 5 of the Mar-
ine Reserves Act 1971.

Schedule 4

Kahurangi Marine Reserve

Order

Title
This order is the Marine Reserve (Kahurangi) Order 2014.

Commencement
This order comes into force on 7 September 2014.

Interpretation
In this order, unless the context otherwise requires,—

pounamu has the meaning given in section 2 of the Ngai Tahu
(Pounamu Vesting) Act 1997

Te Riinanga o Ngai Tahu means the body corporate estab-
lished by section 6 of the Te Runanga o Ngai Tahu Act 1996.

Kahurangi Marine Reserve created
The area described in the Schedule is declared to be a marine
reserve known as the Kahurangi Marine Reserve.

Condition relating to quad bikes and horses
Clause 4 is subject to the condition that a person may ride a
quad bike, or ride or lead a horse, within the marine reserve.

A person riding a quad bike, or riding or leading a horse,—
(a)  must do so in a manner that does not disturb, in a more
than minor way,—
(1)  the foreshore or seabed; or
(i)  natural features within the marine reserve; or
(ii1)) marine life; and
(b)  must comply with all relevant legal requirements.

Condition relating to removal of beach stones, pounamu,

non-living shell, and driftwood

Clause 4 is subject to the condition that a person may remove

beach stones, pounamu, non-living shell, and driftwood from

the marine reserve for a non-commercial purpose.

A person who removes beach stones, pounamu, non-living

shell, or driftwood—

(a) must not use a method of collection that involves the
use of machinery or cutting equipment; and

(b) must not, in any 1 day, remove a greater weight than
they can carry on their own in 1 trip; and

(c) in the case of pounamu, must do so—
(i)  inaccordance with any plan made by Te Riinanga

o Ngai Tahu for the management of pounamu; or
(1)  otherwise with the permission of Te Riinanga o
Ngai Tahu; and

(d)  must comply with all relevant legal requirements.

In this clause, beach stones—

(a) means stones that are no more than 256 mm in inter-
mediate diameter; and

(b) includes gravel and sand.

Condition relating to removal of pounamu by Ngai Tahu
Clause 4 is subject to the condition that Te Riinanga o Ngai
Tahu, or members of Ngai Tahu Whanui acting with the per-
mission of Te Riinanga o Ngai Tahu, may remove pounamu
from the marine reserve for any purpose.

The removal of pounamu by Te Rinanga o Ngai Tahu, or
members of Ngai Tahu Whanui acting with the permission of
Te Runanga o Ngai Tahu, must comply with all relevant legal
requirements.

In this clause, Ngai Tahu Whanui has the meaning given in
section 2 of the Te Runanga o Ngai Tahu Act 1996.
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8 Creation of reserve does not limit or affect powers under
Maritime Transport Act 1994

(1)  The creation of the Kahurangi Marine Reserve does not limit
or affect the powers of any person under the Maritime Trans-
port Act 1994 to take action in the reserve in response to—
(a)  amarine oil spill or a pollution incident; or
(b)  the risk of a marine oil spill or a pollution incident.

(2)  This clause is to avoid doubt.

Explanatory note
This note is not part of the order, but is intended to indicate its general
effect.
This order, which comes into force on 7 September 2014, creates the
Kahurangi Marine Reserve.
The Kahurangi Marine Reserve extends along approximately 16 km
of the western coast of Kahurangi National Park between Wekakura
Point and Crayfish Point, and approximately 2.7 nautical miles (5
km) out from the shoreline.
Clauses 5 to 7 contain conditions relating to—
. the riding of quad bikes and horses:
. the removal of beach stones, pounamu, non-living shell, and
driftwood by the general public:
. the removal of pounamu by Te Riinanga o Ngai Tahu and
members of Ngai Tahu Whanui.
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Clause 8 provides that the creation of the Kahurangi Marine Reserve
does not limit or affect the powers of any person under the Maritime
Transport Act 1994 to take action in the reserve in response to a mar-
ine oil spill or a pollution incident or the risk of a marine oil spill or
a pollution incident. This clause is to avoid doubt.
