Explanatory note

This note is not part of the regulations, but is intended to indicate their general effect.
These regulations, which come into force on 17 February 2023, amend the Russia
Sanctions Regulations 2022 (the principal regulations).
The amendments fulfil the purpose of the principal regulations, which is to give effect
to the Russia Sanctions Act 2022 by imposing sanctions in response to Russia’s mili‐
tary actions in relation to Ukraine (and in response to any assistance given to Russia
from any other country or person in connection with those actions).
These regulations—
• add the names of entities so that the sanctions regime applies to them (regula‐

tion 4):
• add the names of individuals so that the sanctions regime applies to them
